Year 7
In Year 7 we study the following schemes of work:
1. Introduction to Drama – teamwork and performance skills, scripted work. Techniques -  Physical Skills - Mannerism, gait, gesture, posture, facial expressions. Vocal skills- tone, pitch, pace, volume, diction. Team Skills – Cooperation, collaboration, communication.
2. Commedia Dell'Arte - devised work. Techniques - Key Characters, Emotions, Grammelot Language, Physical Skills, Vocal Skills, Team Work.
3. Frantic Assembly  - physical theatre. Techniques - Introduction to physical contact. Wet Hands, Neck Roll, Clip Lift, Chair Duets, Angel Lift, Coffin Lift, Horseshoe Lift, Calypo

	Securing
	Physical and vocal skills are reasonably embedded in the character and at times with great clarity.  Use of drama vocabulary shows a reasonable understanding of how to use keywords both theoretically and practically. Contribution to group work shows reasonable team skills.

	Step 2
	Developing
	Physical and vocal skills are sometimes embedded in the character and at times with clarity.  Use of drama vocabulary shows some understanding of how to use keywords both theoretically and practically. Contribution to group work shows some team skills.

	Step 1
	Establishing
	Physical and vocal skills are limited when showing a character and quite often without clarity.  Use of drama vocabulary shows little understanding of how to use keywords both theoretically and practically. Contribution to group work shows limited team skills.
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
