Listening: Pupils can understand the main points and opinions in spoken passages about different topics. recognise if people are speaking about the future OR the past as well as the present.

Reading: Pupils can understand the main points and opinions in texts about different topics. recognise if the texts are about the future OR the past as well as the present.
Writing: Pupils can write short texts featuring the present tense with either the perfect or near future

	Speaking: Pupils can have a structured conversation: more detailed answers including adjectives, qualifiers, connectives and negatives
Listening: Pupils can understand the main points of spoken passages and some of the detail.
Reading: Pupils can understand the main points in short texts and some of the detail. sometimes work out the meaning of new words.
Writing: Pupils can write short texts written from memory

	Establishing

Listening: Pupils can understand the main points of short-spoken passages and note people’s answers to questions.

Writing: Pupils can write short phrases written from memory; short paragraphs (2 or 3 sentences) written with support.
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
